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RISK ASSESSMENT

Risk assessment is about balancing risk against return. There are instances
where high risk is acceptable provided that the risk cannot be further reduced
and the development value to the child is high. This will be noted as a Risk
Benefit.

The risk assessment is a snapshot at the time of inspection and may change
at any time and should form part of routine and operational inspections. A risk
for each item has been noted in the annual report. A medium risk may be
noted due to a maintenance issue and this will reduce to low risk when work
has been carried out. It should be noted that the highest risk noted
determines the overall risk of the site.

Environmental issues i.e. location close to a river or busy road, may increase
the overall risk of the site.
