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RISK ASSESSMENT

Likelihood Table — The probability of an accident or injury occurring

Likelihood Probability of occurrence of an accident
Level
Very Low 1 | No real probability of occurrence. Only freak conditions are likely to

cause injury.

Slight 2 | Minimal probability of occurrence. Little probability of an accident; some

significant added factor is required.

Moderate 3 | Moderate probability. An accident is unlikely to occur through the designed

use of the facility, surface or equipment. An additional factor, which may
or may not be in the user’s control, would be required to cause one.

High 4 | High probability. An accident is probable without any added factor.

Very High 5 | Very high probability. If the current situation continues it is almost

certain that an accident will occur.

Severity of injury table — The worst possible injury that could occur

Severity Severity of Injury

Level

Very Low 1 No injury likely

Slight 2 Minor injury, eg. lacerations or bruising requiring first aid
Moderate 3 Injury requiring referral to a doctor or hospital

High 4 Serious injury, eg. concussion, long bone breaks, skull fracture
Very High 5 Severe injury, eg. amputation, loss of sight, death

Risk Factor Table

Advised
Risk Factor Description priority order
of action
Immediate — the risk is so severe tat action needs to be taken |
straight away to prevent access and/or to repair, immobilise or (Immediate)
remove the facility, surface or equipment
High — the risk is serious and although use may continue, the H
surface or equipment needs to be rectified as soon as reasonably (High)
practical. This is subject to the following:
- No likelihood that the risk will become worse or
- If the risk could increase, the item needs to be checked
daily until is has been rectified.
- If the fault becomes worse or local knowledge requires a
higher ‘probability level’ it may be necessary to increase
the level to Immediate.
Moderate — use may continue, but the facility, surface or M
equipment needs to be programmed for repair or replacement. (Moderate)
The risk needs to be reviewed annually.
Low — the risk is so low that ‘No action is Required. * (NAR) L
(Low)
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
